Scholarship Program Q&A
1) What is the Boone County Community Foundation’s Scholarship Program?

Our Scholarship Program currently has thirteen scholarship funds.  With time and growth, we anticipate additional funds in the future.  All funds are established by individuals, firms or organizations wanting to assist West Virginia residents in obtaining a college education. Students apply to the program and, if eligible, may be awarded a scholarship from one of the scholarship funds.

2) Am I eligible to apply?

Each scholarship fund has specific eligibility criteria that was defined by the donor when the fund was established.  Please read through the specific criteria of each fund to determine eligibility.

· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.

· Applicant must be a full time student at Scott High School.

· Preference will be given to applicants majoring in an education field of study.

· Applicant must be registered for a training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)(3) educational institution, college, university, or vocational program. 
· Applicant must demonstrate academic achievement and financial need may be considered.

CHARLES AND CONNIE WARNER SCHOLARSHIP:
· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.

· Applicant must be a graduating student at Scott High School.

· Applicant must have at least a 3.0 GPA.

· Applicant must be registered for a training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)(3) educational institution, college, university, or vocational program. 
· Financial need may be considered

· Preference will be given to applicants who are regular attendees of St. Mary’s Catholic Church, Madison, WV.
D&T HARLESS EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP:
· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.

· Applicant must be a Boone County, WV graduating senior.

· Applicant must be enrolled in any training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)3 educational institution, college, or university. 
· First preference will be given to an applicant that is enrolled in a geology or other earth science program, second preference in a chemistry or biochemistry program, third preference in an education program.
· Academic achievement and financial need may be considered. 

· Preference will be given to those attending an accredited 501(c)3 educational institution, college, or university within or closest to West Virginia.
EVELYN K. SITLER MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP
· Applicant must be a resident of Boone County, WV.

· Applicant must demonstrate academic achievement.

· Financial need may be considered. 

· Preference will be given to those entering into any healthcare field of study, second, to the education field, then open to all majors/certificates/training.

· Applicant must be enrolled in any training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)3 educational institution, college, or university.

· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.

· Preference will be given to applicants who have attended Bible Baptist Church, then open to all Scott High School seniors.

REGINA S. McCORMICK MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP:
· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.
· Applicant must be a full time student at Scott High School.
· Preference will be given to applicants majoring in an education field of study.
· Applicant must be registered for a training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)(3) educational institution, college, university, or vocational program. 

· Applicant must demonstrate academic achievement.
· Financial need may be considered.
TAMPLIN SCHOLARSHIP:
· Applicant must be a resident of West Virginia.
· Applicant must be a full time student at any Boone County high school.
· Applicant must be registered for a training or educational program at an accredited 501(c)(3) educational institution, college, university, or vocational program.

· Applicant must demonstrate academic achievement.
· Financial need may be considered.
3) When is the deadline to apply?

The original application must be emailed or mailed and postmarked or time stamped by March 15, 2025. No application will be considered after this date.  All application materials must be sent together as a single packet and the application must be typed or hand printed. Please do not staple the application. 
4) Is this application available on the website?

Yes, it may be downloaded as a printable form from the Foundation web site at www.boonecountyfoundation.org.
The application is located under the “Scholarships” tab - it is not available for online submission; however, it may be emailed as an attachment as a single PDF document to bccf@shafferlaw.net.
5) When will I find out if I have been awarded a scholarship?

Applicants who have been awarded a scholarship will be notified on awards day or graduation day in May of each year. An award letter from the Foundation office will also be sent to all applicants.  
6) Are these scholarships taxable? 

Monies received for tuition, fees and books may not incur tax liability while monies applied to room and board may be considered taxable income.  This award is to be applied to direct college expenses at the institution, such as tuition, fees and books.  The recipient is responsible for any tax liability incurred as a result of this award. The Boone County Community Foundation does not provide tax information to the student or the Internal Revenue Service.  The student is fully responsible for all tax reports.
7) If I am awarded a scholarship, how much will I receive? Is it renewable for the following year?
Awards may vary depending on income to the funds. Most awards are $500-$1,000. No, you will not receive the scholarship the following year. Our current scholarship funds are non-renewable.  
8) May I receive scholarships from more than one fund?

You may apply to more than one fund, but can receive only one award.
9) If I withdraw from school, what do I do about the scholarship?

A student who withdraws from school for any reason will be expected to notify the Foundation of his or her status and refund to the Foundation any unused portion of the scholarship.                                    
10) Does the Boone County Community Foundation make the decisions about who is awarded a scholarship?

The Boone County Community Foundation processes the application materials for the BCCF Scholarship Selection Committee, which makes the recommendations to the Board of Directors for approval.
11) If I am awarded a scholarship, do I receive the check?

No.  The check of the full amount of the award will be mailed directly to the school, 4-6 weeks after receiving the signed acceptance form from the student. The check is applied to the entire academic year and is payable to the school with the student’s name and ID# indicated in the memo line.
